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“As admissions to various Professional Courses for the year 2010-11 are going
to be commenced shortly, I am to request you that as per existing Government policy
18% seats must be reserved for Scheduled Castes and 1% for Scheduled Tribes
candidates in each course in all Educational Institutions including Private Educational
Institutions.

In case of reservation for Scheduled Castes Candidates, Special Reservation of
3% seats for Arunthathiyars candidates within 18% of reservation of the Scheduled
Castes has to be ensured as per the Tamil Nadu Arunthathiyars (Special Reservation
of seats in Educational Institutions including Private Educational Instituions and of
appointments or posts in the services under the State within the Reservation for
Scheduled Castes) Act, 2009. The seats to Arunthathiyars shall be offered in the
rotation 2, 32; 66 6ut of 100 seats.

[ am also directed to request you to give strict instructions from your table to
all concerned including the Office of the Registrar of your esteemed University to
follow the existing Goverpment Policy on admissions in Educational institutions
without any problem™.
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As you are aware. various Kinds of radioactive materials/chemicals are being
used in the laboratories for research purposes in Universities and Colleges. You will
appreciate the importance of fQollowing the rules prescribed by different regulatory
authorities for the procurement, utilization. storage and disposal of such materials.
You will also appreciate that improper disposal of such materials can be extremely
_harmful not only to humans but also the environment. You are, therefore. requested to
follow norms prescribed by the Atomic Energy Regulatory Board (AERB). Bhabha
Atomic Research Centre (BARC), Board of Radioactive Isotopes Technology, and
similar bodies for the purchase, utilization, storage and disposal ol radioactive and
hazardoys materials/chemicals. Atomic Energy Commission has also laid down
Atomic Energy (Safe Disposal of Radioactive Wastes) Rules, 1987 in this regard.

You are requested to kindly instruct all departments/research institutions in
your University and affiliated colleges in this regard. UGC has also separately
constituted a Committee for having wider consultations and framing guidelines in this
regard which will be communicated to you soon.
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
